DRAGON DANCE TEAM

The Dragon Dance is a special artform that is performed at significant
occasions in the Chinese calendar and other festivals. The dragon can also

be performed for other special events such as Weddings or Business Openings.
The dragon dance is very dymanic, with lots of movement and colour, all
accompanied by tradtional musical instruments (drum, cymbals & gong).

Dragon Mythology

Dragon dance has been performed for many years in China at celebrations and ceremonies to
bring good luck, prosperity and peace to the community. The ancient Chinese believed that the
dragon originated from a carp (fish).The carp swam upstream and only the strongest ones could
make it up the waterfall. They were rewarded by being turned into dragons. Chinese dragons are
not like Western dragons that are depicted as evil, but as the bringer of peace and harmony to
the world.They are also the controllers of the water ways so were responsible for bringing rain to
the farmers.

Dragon Dance

A Dragon moves in a serpent like fashion, and is constantly following the celestial “pearl of
wisdom” Dragon dancers manoeuvre the dragon around in many different patterns and tricks to
please onlookers and show their grace and power.

The Dragon's Body

A Chinese dragon is said to be made up of many different animals.The head of a camel, horns of a
dear, eyes of a rabbit, ears of a bull, neck of an iguana (or snake), belly of a frog, scales of a carp,
paws of a tiger and the claws of an eagle.

Dragon Sizes

Chinese dragons vary in size from very small, where only 2-3 people are needed to carry it, up to
very large where more than 100 people are needed. Competition size dragons are all the same
size, 18metres long and needing 10 people to carry them. Many of today’s dragons are luminous
and there are regular World Championship events for Luminous Dragon Dancing.
